Changing Press the settings button (E) then option 2 (@, then using the toggle button (e)

the handset and dial 6 a @ then dial the extension number of the ringing phone.

Place a callon | Whilst on a call, press the Hold softkey, the caller will then be on hold, to retrieve

hold the call, press the Resume softkey.

Call Waiting Whilst on a call, you will be notified of the second caller by a beeping noise through the
earpiece and the number will be displayed on the screen.

To answer the waiting caller, press the Answer softkey, the first call will then be placed
on hold.

You can switch between the calls using the toggle button (a), highlight the call required

and press the Resume softkey to resume the call.

Transferring To transfer your call, press the More softkey, then the Trnsfer softkey, dial the extension
Calls number for internal transfer, or the full CLI to transfer to an external phone number. To
complete the transfer, hang up the call.

If you need to cancel the transfer and connect the call back to yourself, use the toggle

button (e), highlight the call and press Resume softkey.
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Call Control cont.

In order to forward all incoming calls another number, press the Forward softkey, enter the
destination number then the Forward softkey to complete.

To remove the forward, press Forward softkey and then the Forward softkey again.
